
 
 

Summer KILT PACKING LIST 

 

PLEASE LABEL EVERYTHING WITH YOUR NAME - use a sharpie! 

 

Please use this form as a record of items you are bringing to camp. This list will be extremely valuable in seeing that all items 

brought to camp get home again. Put this list inside your suitcase or footlocker, where it will not get lost after packing is complete. 

Please note that we are not responsible for any items that are lost or stolen, so you may want to bring a Master Lock with you to 

secure any valuables that you bring to camp (your phone, for example). Optional laundry service (rough dry) will be done for 

KILTs once a week, but please note that we cannot be responsible for shrinking, damage, or loss. 

Remember that we’re located at 7500’ in the High Sierra. The days are warm and sunny (75-80 degrees F) and the nights are 

usually cool – sometimes VERY COLD. We usually have a cold snap in each month - June, July and/or August. During the 

daytime you will be wearing either a KILT shirt or clothing appropriate to your activity. In the evening for dinner, everyone 

changes clothing appropriate for the weather – pants or clean jeans rather than shorts or faded jeans, and a KILT night shirt. KILT 

shirts and casual pants or jeans are worn 2 or 3 nights per week and on Sundays. Please do not bring too many extras as drawers 

and hanging space is limited in the cabins. You do not need new things but we do require that KILTs conform to good 

grooming practices. You will receive 3 daytime shirts, 2 nighttime long-sleeved shirts, and 1 KILT Sweatshirt for your uniform, so 

take those items into consideration while you are packing to come to Montecito. 

 Inappropriate make-up, clothing, hair color/ styles, tattoos or piercings are not permitted while a KILT.  If you have any

    Small First Aid Kit – for personal use (band aids, etc.) 

□ Mini-Hand-sanitizer – To carry with you on overnights 

and hikes. 

□ Shorts – MUST be appropriate (family-friendly). 

□ Pants (Nice clean jeans or khakis) for dinner wear 

□ Jeans/leggings for daily wear (no old or ripped jeans) 

□ Skirts/skorts – no shorter than 2 inches above the knee 

□ Hats for sun protection 

□ Warm Jacket (ie. Fleece) 

□ Windbreaker (lined & waterproof recommended) 

□ Poncho, Slicker or Waterproof Windbreaker for rain 

□ Sweatshirts/Sweatpants and/or Warm Pajamas 

□ Shirts to wear while off-duty. 

□ Sweaters (at least 1 extra warm in case it’s cold) 

□ Comfortable Shoes (tennis/jogging) 

□ Sturdy Shoes (Hiking Boots or trail running shoes)  

□ Socks (both heavy for hiking & lighter for daily wear) 

□ Strap Sandals and/or Flip Flops (for beach & pool) 

□ Flip Flops for showers in the shared Bathhouse 

□ Underwear 

□ Bathrobe or sweats for Bathhouse 

□ Slippers (optional) 

□ Toiletry Bag (w/string to hang) or Toiletry Caddy 

□ Toiletry articles (shampoo/soap/deodorant/toothbrush/  

□ light backpack for day hiking/KILT overnights 

□ Swimsuits – MUST be appropriate for working with 

small children & in a family-friendly environment. 

□ Beach/Pool Towel 

□ Bath Towels 

□ Wash Cloths 

□ Laundry Bag (with name on it) 

□ Sunglasses 

□ Sunscreen & Bug Spray (required) 

□ Warm Sleeping Bag with liner (for overnights) 

□ Ground Cover for Sleeping Bag (recommended) 

□ Smart Phone w/charger (and/or Travel Alarm Clock, 

Flashlight, Wristwatch, inexpensive Camera) 

□ Prescription medicine/OTC medication (eg. Epi-pen, 

Tylenol, Benadryl, Claritin, Advil, Midol, etc.) 

□ Sewing kit (optional) 

□ Journal and/or sketch book (optional) 

□ Mtn. Bike/riding helmet (optional) 

□ Tennis/Pickleball Rackets (optional) 

□ Musical instruments (optional):  

Theatrical/skit costumes (optional; See 2026 Family 

Camp Weekly Theme Nights www.mslodge.com) 

□ Suitcase/footlocker
